I pray at assembly and lunchtime, at the end of school and at night, I feel safe and happy because God has listened to my worries and has forgiven my sins.  When I pray I feel like I’m with God and he’s with me.
I pray at night and morning; it makes me happy because it makes me think of all the good things I’ve done.
I pray in the morning and sometimes at night because when I pray I can speak to God and I feel happy because I think I’m in heaven.
I pray at night and when I wake up then I talk to God.
I feel happy when I pray. I think it’s really important.  I pray for God and my dad who died, it’s sad.
I pray when I’m sad because when something happens which is sad praying cheers me up and it’s really important to pray to people.
I don’t really pray much but when I do I think it is important to the school and it feels good and makes me happy.
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
