Following our school vision of ‘Believe and Achieve, which is linked to our Christian ethos, our intention is that all pupils, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. The focus of our pupil premium strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that goal, including progress for those who are already high attainers. 
We will consider the challenges faced by vulnerable pupils, such as those who have a social worker and young carers. The activity we have outlined in this statement is also intended to support their needs, regardless of whether they are disadvantaged or not. 
High-quality teaching is at the heart of our approach, with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. This is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantage attainment gap and at the same time will benefit the non-disadvantaged pupils in our school. Implicit in the intended outcomes detailed below, is the intention that non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers. 
Our strategy is also integral to wider school plans for education recovery, notably in its targeted support through the National Tutoring Programme for pupils whose education has been worst affected, including non-disadvantaged pupils. 
Our approach will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs, rooted in robust diagnostic assessment, not assumptions about the impact of disadvantage. The approaches we have adopted complement each other to help pupils excel. 
To ensure they are effective we will: 
 ensure disadvantaged pupils are challenged in the work that they’re set 
 act early to intervene at the point need is identified 
 adopt a whole school approach in which all staff take responsibility for disadvantaged pupils’ outcomes and raise expectations of what they can achieve

	Some pupils fall behind in class. Pupil premium money is used to fund additional TA hours to facilitate small group intervention or 1:1 support for targeted children so that every child in school is able to achieve to the very best of their ability

	2
	In observations and discussions, it has been noted that disadvantaged pupils haven’t had the opportunities to wider extra-curricular and enrichment activities, as well as well-being due to lockdowns and affordability. This affects self-confidence and wider attainment.

	3
	Social and Emotional Difficulties: Some children struggle to regulate their emotions, have low self-esteem and self-confidence. This affects their growth mind set, friendships and relationships with others.

	4
	Attainment: Although many of our pupils make good progress from their starting points they are not always working at age-related expectations in reading, writing and maths.

	Some pupils have attendance issues or struggle to get to school on time. Pupil Premium money is used to assist families by helping with travel expenses or child care costs in order to get children to school on time.

Part B: Review of the previous academic year
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	In 2023-24, Y6 PP children (3 pupils) had the following outcomes:
Results of National SATS Assessments KS2
 –  English, 33% achieved expected in English 
· Maths, 67% achieved expected, with an additional pupil narrowly missing the expected 100 standardised score, achieving 99. 33% achieved Greater Depth.
· Writing, 33% achieved expected after not meeting ARE at the end of KS1

Targeted support for a Y3 and Y5 pupil led to narrowing the gap in reading and maths, with both pupils much closer to ARE by July 2024. 

PP attended the school pantomime visit along with curriculum enhancement visits.  After school sports club was funded for PP children, with 100% attendance of pupils in Y3-6. Homework club held in Y5/6 also allowed PP children to have support and input.
PP children were given funded access to breakfast club and after school club, with 1 child using these regularly. This ensured they were able to start school at the beginning of the school day on time. Uniform and PE kit also purchased for 1 child to ensure they had the correct uniform and a sense of pride and belonging to the school community.
Through playground activities and targeted involvement, 100% of PP children took part in social and playground games.  Attitudes were positive, as shown in the Pupil Voice survey 2023-24.
