	At John Cross CE Primary School, we are dedicated to addressing the diverse needs of all our pupils, particularly those with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND). Our objective is to raise aspirations and expectations, focusing on the provision and outcomes for each child. We strive to provide access to a broad and balanced curriculum within a safe, nurturing environment. By fostering enjoyment in learning, we aim to enhance the self-esteem, independence, and skills of every pupil, empowering them to fulfil their potential. We recognise that effective communication and cooperation between home and school are vital to achieving these aims.

Identifying Special Educational Needs:

Special educational needs are identified from the four broad areas of need as stated in the SEND Code of Practice, 2014. 
· Communication and interaction Children with speech, language and communication needs (SLCN): This may be due to difficulties saying what they want to say, understanding what is being said to them or because they do not understand or use social rules of communication. This includes children with Autistic Spectrum Conditions.

· Cognition and learning: Some children learn at a slower pace than their peers even when the curriculum is adapted. The cognition and learning area of need includes children with Specific learning difficulties (SpLD) e.g. dyslexia, dyscalculia and dyspraxia.
Moderate learning Difficulties (MLD), Severe Learning Difficulties (SLD), Profound and Multiple Learning Difficulties (PMLD).
· Social, emotional and mental health difficulties: Children may experience a wide range of social and emotional difficulties. Children may have disorders such as Behavioural, Emotional and Social Difficulties (BESD), Emotional Attention Deficit Disorder (ADD), Attention Deficit Hyperactive Disorder (ADHD) or attachment disorder.

· Sensory and/or physical needs: These include Vision Impairment (VI) and Hearing Impairment (HI) and Multi-Sensory Impairment (MSI). Some children with a Physical Disability (PD) require additional ongoing support and equipment to access all the opportunities available to their peers.
According to the new Code of Practice for schools, all staff follow a graduated approach. This involves a constant cycle of

· Assessment

· Planning

· Completion

· Review of any provision supplied for children with SEND. 
Parents and pupils are also central to this and communication between school and home takes place frequently. 




	Procedures for the identification and assessment of children with SEND. 
Teachers in our school are continuously observing, discussing and assessing the children’s learning and emotional well-being. There are a variety of ways in which we monitor children’s attainment and behaviour so we can identify those pupils who need extra support. Progress is rigorously monitored by the Class teacher, Head teacher and SENCO.
The SEND Code of Practice indicates that pupils should only be identified as having Special Educational Needs (SEN) if they fail to make adequate progress following comprehensive interventions and high-quality personalised teaching. At John Cross CE Primary School, we employ a graduated approach, adhering to a three-step wave model to support our students effectively.
– Wave 1: classroom provision  - Quality First Teaching – Teacher adapts learning in class and/or provides teaching aids. Pupil Passport completed

– Wave 2: Specific targeted interventions targeting areas of need based on assessments & adaptive teaching continues in class. Intervention monitoring  

                                                                            on One Stop Support Plan. 
– Wave 3: Individual Learning Plan (ILP). 
The first step in responding to individual pupils’ needs is quality first teaching which is adapted for individual pupils. The class teacher will call a meeting with the child's parents/carers to discuss any concerns they may have and how their child’s learning will be adapted/supported.

Children requiring additional assistance will receive targeted support (interventions/resources/additional in class support) from both teaching assistants and teachers, both within the classroom and in separate dedicated sessions. The teacher will complete a One Stop Support Plan to monitor specific and measurable targets at the start and end of any interventions. 

If a child continues to require additional support, the decision to further special educational provision involves collaboration between parents, the class teacher, and the Special Educational Needs Coordinator (SENDCo). Together, they will review all available information regarding the pupil’s progress, in conjunction with national data and expectations. This process incorporates high-quality formative assessments and early assessment materials. For pupils with higher levels of need, we closely liaise with outside agencies for expert advice. Any provision and additional support will align with the child’s specific needs, outlined in an Individual Learning Plan (ILP), written by the class teacher with support from SENDCo when required. 
Individual Learning Plan (ILP)’ will be written with S.M.A.R.T. (specific, measurable, achievable, relevant, time specific) targets for the child to work towards and are reviewed termly. 
Upon obtaining parental consent, children will be added to the school SEND register.
A teacher or parent can raise concerns about a child at any time and parents, class teachers and the pupil will be involved in the termly reviews of any individual learning plans.

· IDSS (Inclusion Disability Support Services)

· Physiotherapy

· Educational Psychologists.

· Outreach support provided by specialist teachers where required n school, 
At John Cross CE Primary School, we use Pupil Passports as an essential component of our graduated response to support children with additional needs. The Passports where possible, are created in collaboration with parents/carers and pupils. These passports offer a comprehensive overview of each child's strengths, needs, and the tailored strategies implemented to aid their learning in the classroom. By specifying support methods, Pupil Passports facilitate personalised learning, enabling teachers to adjust their approaches to meet the unique educational requirements of each child. Furthermore, they act as an effective communication tool amongst staff, ensuring that all involved are informed about individual needs and strategies, thus fostering smoother transitions between year groups or schools.
Additionally, they will provide essential information on specific conditions such as dyslexia, autism, ADHD, or other learning difficulties.

	Evaluating the provision for SEND pupils 
Provision for SEND pupils is constantly monitored by the class teacher, SENCO and Head Teacher. Children receiving targeted interventions are assessed at the beginning of the intervention and end to monitor the progress made towards specific and measurable targets.  Intervention outcomes are monitored by the SENCO with the completion of a ‘One Stop Support Plan’. Teaching Assistants have frequent guidance from the class teacher and SENCO and are kept up to date with training needs. 
Children with an Educational Health Care Plan (EHCP) will also have annual meetings with any external agencies being involved as well. The targets from the previous year will be reviewed and new ones set. Parents are also involved in these meetings. If the child is due for a transition to another school, a transition meeting will take place with staff from the new school and any relevant professionals. 

All children at the school will have a termly report of progress as well as a parent's evening for feedback. SEND children with an ILP will have further termly meetings to discuss targets and progress of their child. This is also an opportunity for the pupil or parents to discuss any further issues as well as successes. If you have any questions or complaints about the provision for your child, please see the school complaints procedure (on policies page of school website). 

	Support of SEND children 
The Headteacher deploys the budget for SEN accordingly throughout school by the placement of teaching assistants, external support required and extra resources needed. 

The class teachers and teaching assistants work closely in class to ensure all the needs of the children are being met, particularly children with SEND. Teaching assistants carry out targeted, planned work for ILPs on a 1:1 or small group basis and feedback regularly to the class teacher and pupil.

Work in class and lessons are adapted as necessary. This may include adjusting recording methods for the child, the location or placing of equipment, additional concrete apparatus and the use of extra adult support. The SENCO and Headteacher carry out observations in classes to ensure all needs are being met. 

Any children who require support during playtimes and lunchtimes are also provided for with extra care at these times. 

	Additional support available for SEND 
For specific SEND needs, the school uses the services provided by Lancashire Inclusion Services, including the use of specialist teachers in a variety of areas. The school accesses support from educational psychologists, physiotherapists, occupational therapists, speech and language therapists, counsellors and play therapists when required. 


	Inclusion of children with SEND 
John Cross CE Primary School is a fully inclusive school. For more information, please see our Inclusion policy. 

All school trips and extra-curricular activities are available to all pupils at the school and extra arrangements will be made if necessary. The class teacher and SENCO can discuss this with the parent and child (based on the individual child’s needs and/or parental concerns). 

The school is fully compliant with DDA requirements. 
The school is on one level with easy access through double doors and has one disabled toilet.
