Return to School Monday 8th March

Dear Parents

Following the Prime Minister’s announcement last week, as things stand, all children will be able to return to school from Monday 8th March.   This is a welcome plan, and we all look forward to seeing the children back in the classroom together and getting back on track.

Before then, as we did in September, risk assessments will be carried out along with planning and preparing classrooms and the school so it is as safe as we can make it.

As with the autumn term, I would ask that parents maintain social distancing and continue to stay outside of the school grounds when picking up and dropping off children. Children will also still be in class bubbles, minimising any contact with other groups.  Pick up and drop off points will be the same, Monday to Friday (Friday will be back to a full day).

Regarding Breakfast club and After School Club, these will be available again but with limited times, days and places. I will provide further details of availability next week.  Before then, please can you give plenty of notice to Mrs Manzoor in the school office if you require either of these, then we have an idea of demand and which days are needed more by families.

The Fleetwood Town Y3/4 PE coaching, along with a multi-games after school club which had been organised for Tuesdays before the lock-down, will go ahead from Tuesday 9th March, 3.15-4.15pm.  Those children who sent back letters wanting to attend are still on our register.  If you would like your child to attend, please fill in the form sent home with your child and return to school by Friday this week.

Hopefully, we will also find out when swimming lessons can begin for Y5/6 in the coming days too.

Finally, I hope that we can now keep progressing back to normality, and we can all start enjoying the things in life that have been restricted for a long time.  It is still important that we keep to the hand hygiene routines, social distancing and look out for any early symptoms of corona so our children don’t lose any more valuable school time through illness or isolation.
