As with the previous lock-down, we have had to prioritise and limit places to ensure class bubbles are safe.  Top priority went to our vulnerable children, followed by key frontline workers. For Critical worker children in school, from this Friday school will close at 1pm each week – this is to allow for safe staffing, deep cleaning, along with staff preparation and planning time for the following week. Start and finish times on other days are as normal. Please note children attending school do not need to wear school uniform.

Breakfast and After School Club
Due to staffing and ensuring different bubbles don’t mix, there will not be any breakfast or after school clubs this half-term.  

Finally, I hope everyone keeps safe and that by half-term the current situation has improved.  Please don’t put too much pressure on yourselves regarding home-schooling, try your best and let us know if there are any issues which we will be happy to help with if we can.
