New Lockdown Information 

Dear Parents

Following the late announcement last night, we have begun another lock down and therefore school is closed until February half-term. Again, this is a stressful and confusing time for everyone involved, and not something as a school leader I want to do.

Since the announcement, myself and our staff have been trying to get plans and provision in place.  School will be accessible to children of critical workers and ‘vulnerable’ children where no other provision is available. Numbers will have to be limited due to staffing limitations and so we ask that you use this service only where absolutely necessary.  With this letter is a form to fill in if you require provision for your child – please email it back to me as soon as possible today so that I can confirm with you if there is a place available and on which days.

We now know that critical workers are people who work in:

· Health and social care
· Education and Childcare
· Key Public services
· Local and National Government
· Food and other necessary goods
· Public Safety and National Security
· Transport
· Utilities, Communication and financial services

These headings are broad, however and not every job within these qualify as critical to the Covid response. Our advice is to speak to your line manager or contact the school office via email.

‘Vulnerable’ children are those who:
· Have a current or pending Education and Health Care Plan (EHCP)
· Have an allocated Social Worker
· Are Looked after children (LAC)
· Are working with the Local Authority Early Help Team



School work will be accessible through Seesaw for children in Years 1-6 and Tapestry for Reception, this will include regular communication with the staff team. If you do not have access to the internet on an appropriate device for your child to use, we ask that you contact your class teacher  so that alternative arrangements can be made.
