Dear parents
As the summer term draws to an end, it has been nice to half almost half of the children back in school for the last part of this half-term, although not the same as having everyone back together. We hope this will be different after the summer break.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]This academic year will still finish on the same day, Tuesday 21st July, at 1.30pm in school. Unfortunately, we won’t be having an awards/leaver’s service in church.  Reverend Garry will be holding a leaver’s service in school for the year 6 children on Tuesday 14th July, it will be filmed for parents to view afterwards.

Looking ahead to September, I wanted to make you aware of arrangements in school.  As things stand, the government expects all children to be back in school for the start of September and the new academic year. This means that all children will be expected to attend, with our attendance policy being applied as normal.  

Within school, the children will stay in class bubbles, isolating from other classes and having staggered breaks and lunchtimes. We will continue with the rigorous hygiene procedures we have put in place. If a child becomes ill during the school day, parents will be contacted to pick their child up and where relevant may need to be tested for corona virus. Isolation rules will be followed should the test be positive.  Every effort will be made to keep children and staff safe.

We understand that the children will have a variety of needs following many having been away from school for months. Staff will be planning a broad curriculum that takes these needs into account and ensures all of our children get back on track quickly with their education, along with social and well-being needs. Thank you to parents who have home-schooled under trying conditions, and to the staff for continuing to consider the needs of the children during the lock-down period.

Regarding school in September, we do have a few changes.  We will have 3 class groups again, but comprising of the following year groups:

Class 1 – Reception, Year 1 and Year 2, Mrs J.Brown

Class 2 – Year 3 and Year 4, Mrs Irwin and Mrs E.Brown

Class3 – Year 5 and Year 6, Mrs Bryson and Mr Reynolds

Our numbers on roll have grown and we will have a very full school in September – the classes reflect this and have been structured to ensure the children receive quality age appropriate teaching.  Our staffing remains the same, so the children will have the usual familiar faces to welcome them back.

When swimming hopefully resumes, Year 5 and Year 6 will attend from September – I will inform parents once I have been notified that pools have reopened. 

Wrap around provision will be available again, with breakfast club operating from 8am, and the after school club running until 5.30pm.  Please can parents ensure booking forms are completed and handed in to the school office in advance as places can’t be guaranteed without.

Finally, I hope you enjoy the summer holiday break and time with your children, without the pressures of home-schooling!   If you have any questions or queries before we break up, then please contact myself or the school office.

I hope everyone stays safe and well, and we’ll really look forward to seeing all of the children back in September.
