School Partial Reopening


Dear Parents and Guardians

As you will be aware, our school and Cock Robin pre-school will welcome back more pupils on Monday 22nd June.  These pupils will be key worker children, vulnerable children, and pupils from reception, year 1 and year 6.  Having carried out extensive risk assessments (These are available on the school website) and modified school spaces and resources to allow for social distancing, we have got a maximum number for each ‘bubble’ (Isolated groups that do not mix) in school.  This has meant that unfortunately we cannot accommodate every child where the parent has wished them to return to school. We have contacted all parents of the children who will be returning, with all available places now full. This means we will have just under half of the school population in school each day.
Each bubble will have a maximum of 10 children each day (8 in pre-school) to allow us to minimise health risks. School will operate between 8.45-3.15pm, Monday to Thursday, with a Friday closure for a deep clean.

For those children and parents returning on Monday and as part of keeping safe and respecting the social distancing rules, we ask you to do the following:

Pick up and drop off times and procedures

Children are to be brought to school by one adult only. No parents are to enter the school yards (unless dropping off or picking up from pre-school) – please follow the distancing signs that are on the school railings and ground when waiting.  A member of staff will then guide your child through the school gates and into school. This will be repeated in reverse at home time.  We have staggered pick up and drop off times for different groups to allow for social distancing. Where possible we have tried to account for siblings in different groups to have a similar time, but this hasn’t been possible for all.   Please see below for your child’s group.

Pre-school bubble: There will be 2 drop off and pick up times – 9.15 and 9.30, then 14.55 and 15.10. Your child has been allocated a time and this will be sent to you. Pre-school will be posting a video of instructions for dropping off and collecting children and further information on their Facebook page.  Please look out for this.  

Bubble 1 (Reception and Year 1) -    9.10am drop off, 3.15pm pick up. When dropping off in a morning children and parents will wait at the back of the village hall, and then when there is space, cross the road and wait outside the rear school gate, where a staff member will guide the children in one at a time. When collecting your child please collect from the front of school following the same social distancing procedures and when you get to the gate Mrs Brown will send your child to you. Please remain outside the school gate.
  
Bubble 2 (Year 2 and 3) 8.55am drop off, 3.05pm pick up.  Children and parents will wait at the back of the village hall, and then when there is space, cross the road and wait outside the rear school gate, where a staff member will guide the children in one at a time. Hometime will be the same in reverse.

Bubble 3 (Years 4,5 and 6) 8.45am drop off and 3.15pm pick up. Children and parents will wait at the back of the village hall, and then when there is space, cross the road and wait outside the rear school gate, where a staff member will guide the children in one at a time. At home time, parents are again asked to wait at the back of the village hall, or outside the school railings when there is a space, and a member of staff will hand children over one at a time. 

Please note the school office is not open for parents to visit – for any enquiries, please ring or email and we will try to help.  Communication will be sent out in the next two weeks regarding school uniform orders and back to school in September items. 

Clothing

Non-uniform is to be worn, active wear is ideal – please allow for the weather as the children will be spending time outside in the afternoons whether it is sunny and hot or drizzly and cool!  Clean clothes are to be worn each day.  Please do not bring items from home such as book bags, toys etc. Only packed lunches are required, along with a named water bottle for use throughout the day.

Packed Lunches

Children are to bring their packed lunch in disposable wrappings and containers.  Packed lunches are available from the school kitchen at the usual school lunch prices. Your child will be provided with a free school meal if eligible.

During school time

Children will be asked to regularly wash their hands, and adhere to the social distancing measures in place.  Lessons will consist of the same online work set for children remaining at home.  Weekly Zoom meetings will still continue during the school day.

If a child should fall ill, a member of staff will take them to an isolated area in school and a parent will be called to pick up. The self-isolating rules will then be followed.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Finally, as a head teacher and father of two school aged children, I understand the worries and frustrations parents are experiencing at the moment. All staff at school would love to see all of the children returning as normal, but this isn’t possible at this time. 
Please continue to access the online learning provided for your child, along with the weekly Zoom meetings. If there are any issues or you need some advice then please contact us, staff are always willing to help if they can. Please also remember that the well-being and happiness of your child and yourselves is the priority at this time. Teachers will be prepared to help all children get back up to speed academically in September so please don’t worry if you feel home-schooling isn’t as successful as you think it should be!  Do what you can, when you can, without having fall-outs with your child, as times are stressful enough at the moment. 


I look forward to hopefully seeing everyone in person soon.  In the meantime, stay safe and well.
