School partial re-opening update
Dear parents
This morning, Lancashire County Council confirmed that they have revised their guidance, and that schools can now make the decision to open more widely to pupils from Monday 22nd June. Currently we have had key worker children in limited numbers within school - the government guidance states that children from Reception, Year 1 and Year 6 can now be welcomed back as well as key worker children.  This means from the 22nd June, we are in a position to welcome back more pupils.  We will also be allowing back limited numbers of children to Cock Robin pre-school.
Staff have worked hard to ensure the classrooms and school building are safe for children and staff to be in and adhere to social distancing. This has meant removing desks and other resources from classrooms as well as carrying out extensive risk assessments.
Due to the limited number of children we can hold in each room, it will not be possible to have all children from the mentioned year groups back in school at the same time before the summer break.
Before half-term, we spoke to parents about children returning, and we currently have lists of children in ‘bubbles’ where parents have wished them to return to school.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Please could I ask any parent who was happy for their child to return to confirm this again, either through email or the Facebook group. This includes Cock Robin pre-school children.
If you had stated your child wasn’t returning but you are now happy for them to, then again please get in touch. If you do not get in contact then we will assume that you are continuing to keep your child at home. 
No child will be allowed into school without prior consent due to staffing and ratios being organised for the start of each week.
Children in school will still follow the same online learning that children remaining at home will access. 
These have been stressful times for everyone and I have had a lot of contact from parents regarding work set – if there are any issues then please contact school so we can help with this.  Please remember the emotional well-being of your child is still the priority at this moment in time, teachers will be ready to support and help children catch up once things hopefully return to a bit more normality in school.
