Dear Parents/Carers

I hope this letter finds everyone to be well and in good health in the week after the Easter break.

First of all, can I thank everyone for their efforts regarding working with your children at home on suggested activities and uploading/posting this on social media.  It has been great for staff to see this and be able to interact with the children and ensure they are taking part in some form of learning during these challenging times.
Secondly, can I thank parents for ensuring the children, staff and wider families stay as safe as possible by keeping your children at home.  We have key workers that have also done the same – the aim is to keep any contact to an absolute minimum.

It has come to my attention in the last two days that some parents want their children to return to school.   Please can I reiterate, that until we are told otherwise by the government, school remains closed.  If you are a key worker and have kept your child off school up to the present day as you have been able to make other provision for your child, then please continue to do this. If circumstances have changed, then please email me at my head@johncross.lancs.sch.uk address – cases will be reviewed on an individual basis. Whilst I understand children may be getting bored etc (I have two of my own at home), now is not the time to undo all the good work we have done so far.  Please do not send your children to school without prior notice and consent– staffing ratios and safety would need to be reviewed and measures put in place first. Children arriving at school without prior consent will not be admitted to school.

Lastly, I hope in the coming weeks we will hear more positive news regarding returning to school.  In the meantime, stay safe, keep your children safe and find a routine that works for you. Please do not worry about your child falling behind – the whole country is in the same position and as a teaching profession we are skilled at getting children to be where they need to be by the end of their primary school years.
