Dear Parents and Carers

I am writing to update you on the Coronavirus issue, how it affects us as a school and a community, and hopefully allay any concerns you may have.

Should I send my child to school?
Yes - if your child and you are free from travel or symptom restrictions.  For more information, please go to: https://www.gov.uk.coronavirus and, if in any doubt, call 111.

Is school going to close?
At the moment ( As of 13th March), we have not been advised that we will have to close.  However, we have made full contingency plans to make sure we are prepared for any full or partial closure.  Please see the risk assessment on the school website for more information on what will happen if school has to close.

If the school closes, how will this affect SATs and other national assessments?
We will continue to take advice from the Government about this and will inform you as soon as we know anything about this.  In the event of closure, pupils will be expected to study every day and will be supported by school on this.  Please see the risk assessment for more information.

What do we require of you?
· Inform us immediately if you have any close family member who has returned from overseas (including Ireland) in the last month.
· Inform us immediately if you have any travel plans to high risk areas, including those of close friends/family you have been in contact with.
· Please ensure that your child follows the hygiene routines they have been taught in school, when they are at home.  
· Do not send your child into school if they are on antibiotics or if they display any Coronavirus symptoms: cough, shortness of breath and a high temperature.
· Ensure that your child does not bring home-made cakes or sweets from home to share with others (these are ok are part of your child’s packed lunch).
· Provide your child with a named water bottle for drinking water in school throughout the day.
· Let us know if you are worried, or struggling, or need support due to the escalation of the virus.

Whilst we cannot predict how the situation will unfold, we will continue to communicate with you as the situation develops.
