I like worship because it makes me feel friendship and happiness.  My favourite thing is prayer.
I like to sing because it’s like I am singing to God when he is asleep every night and waking up. 
Worship is important because we show respect to people and to make sure we are being kind to each other.  To teach people the right thing. Sometimes we can sing to cheer up people and pray to God to make God happy.
I like singing because it is peaceful so my sister can sing with me.
I think worshipping God is fantastic because if something goes wrong you can pray to God.
Worship is important to me because I like to sing and I like to read the Bible.
