Y5/6 Children’s responses to Prayer
As part of our ongoing review and improvement of our RE curriculum and worship, the children were asked for their views on prayer and the role it plays in their lives. These are the responses received (Original written comments in RE File) 
I like to pray in school because we’re asking God to do something for us and we’re thanking him. School is my favourite place to pray because I get to do it with my friends.  And we’re thanking God for making our world and us. 
I pray to say thank you to God because he made this beautiful Earth.  I also pray to ask God to help the Earth and protect us and everyone.
When I pray I think about peace and helpfulness and I feel like I am in a different place.
When I pray I feel like I can tell God things I feel bad about or something I’m not sure about. We pray to God to tell him how thankful we are or to ask him something. Sometimes we pray to God to say sorry.
I pray to thank God for all the things he’s done, and hope peace comes to this world.  Praying makes me feel happy and grateful for what I have, because people don’t have a lot. I sometimes pray at home when I’m worried, and I open my heart to God for creating this world and me.
I thin k praying means talking to God in our own unique way and asking him for help if we need it.  I sometimes feel better after praying if I feel down and I always know that he will help me.
When I pray I feel calm and happy.  I think about people who don’t get treated with respect- it is not fair on the other person so that’s what I think about when I’m praying.  I also think about God when I’m praying. 
When I pray I think about God and how he created the world. It makes me feel calm and happy, I sometimes pray at home, that also makes me feel calm.  When I feel down it cheers me up.
I like to pray, because it blocks my mind and makes me feel calm and relaxed. It also puts me in a good mood and makes me feel like I am in God’s hands. I pray before I have my lunch and before I go home from school, it makes me feel like I have had a good day at school.
I pray because I want to thank God for creating the Earth that we live on today and all the lovely plants, animals and more.  When I pray I feel calm and relaxed because I know that God loves me and everyone else.
When I pray I open my mind and start to think more about God and the Bible, because my mind is not thinking of other things. When I pray, I start to think of my beliefs.  Sometimes I feel safe because I believe God is always with me.  I think of different stories in the Bible that I have learnt.  I like being quiet because it helps concentrate my mind on God.
