This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	· Our full two year rolling  Music Curriculum can be found on the school website. 
· It is our aim for children to have access to one hour of quality music each week. 
· The Kapow Music Curriculum inspired our curriculum, which is informed by the National Curriculum Guidance. 
· Children have the opportunity to sing within lessons  and in assemblies. We have a Stoney Hurst College music teacher delivering a  one hour singing curriculum to Year 3/4  this academic year. 
· Children have the opportunity to play a musical instrument in the EYFS outdoor area, in Forest School sessions and in lessons. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	· We have a Y3/4  singing group each week. We also have children who sing outside  of school within a choir linked to the Stoney Hurst college teacher.
· We have performances twice a year in which children from all age ranges take part. 
· Our junior children perform at school events and at a local college. 
We have a dedicated music room.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	· To perform in assemblies.
· To perform in musical plays in school. 
· To sing and perform in church for the congregation and parents. Some children sing solos.
· To watch a musical performance at The Blackpool Pleasure beach Globe Theatre.
· Y5/6 watch the local High school’s summer production.
· Music workshops in school led by visitors.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	· To have a peripatetic music teacher offering the opportunity for children to learn to play piano or woodwind.
· timetabled curriculum music of at least one hour each week of the school year for key stages 1 to 2
· Access to lessons across a range of instruments, 
· A school choir. 
· A school ensemble, band or group. This will be developed. 
· Space for rehearsals and individual practice as we don’t currently have a dedicated music room. 
·  a termly school performance.
·  This will be developed through celebration Assemblies.
·  Opportunity to enjoy live performance at least once a year. This is in place but we aim to expand it to twice a year with visiting performers or class/whole school visits to musical performances.
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
